Message from our Pastor 
Back on Sunday, May 20, Pentecost Sunday in the 

church calendar, I spoke for a while about the daily prac-
tice of asking the Holy Spirit to come into our lives. 
   I specifically said, we would do well to have as 
our daily prayer, ñCome, Holy Spiritò.  I also said that it 
would do us well to remind ourselves of what we are ask-
ing when we take on this daily discipline of invoking and 
asking for the Spirit to walk with us.  It is actually a re-
quest for the Spirit to accompany, to walk along side of 
us as a helper, counselor, advocate, and guide.ò   In the  
Gospel passage from John  16  Jesus refers to and prefers 
to call the Spirit, The Paraclete.  I mentioned that it is a 
difficult word to translate.  But one of my commentary 
sources did a nice job of explaining the meaning and I 
believe it is worth repeating.  My source describes it this 
way - ñParaclete is a Greek noun and is related to a verb 
that means óI call alongside.ô  The Paraclete, then, is the 
Spirit of Truth whom Jesus calls to accompany his fol-
lowers as helper, counselor, advocate and guide.ò    
 Personally, I find this explanation and definition 
to be very helpful in grasping what it means for each of 
us to ask for or to invoke the Holy Spirit into our daily 
lives. It also provides a great mental and spiritual image 
of what is looks like for us to have the Spirit of God ac-
companying us. 
 I am also taking the liberty to include the ñHoly 
Spiritò prayer that I have oftentimes used prior to a medi-
tation during worship.  I pray you will utilize it often in 
your daily walk with Jesus. 

ñCome Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful 
and kindle in us the fire of your love.  Send forth your 
Spirit and we shall be created.  And you shall renew the 
face of the earth.  O God, who by the light of the Holy 
Spirit instructs the hearts of the faithful, grant, that by the 
same Holy Spirit we may be truly wise and ever rejoice 
in his consolations.  Through Christ our Lord. Amen.ò 

We are excited and looking forward to another 
fun filled, active Vacation Bible School experience com-
ing up June 4-8.  Thank you so much to all who will be 
assisting with this tremendous outreach ministry.   Also 
keep the youth in your thoughts and prayers as 13 youth 
and 5 adults head off to Houston, TX on June 26 for the 
National Youth Gathering.
